Stickney Real Estate Services, Inc., and Windermere Real Estate, S.C.A., Inc., on appeal and 

in making arrangements to satisfy the judgment against them. Mr. Hickman has asked me to 

finalize the an-angements for satisfying the judgment.

2. In 2008 and 2009, this court entered a series of judgments against judgment 

debtors in this action.

.), Judgment debtors appealed to Division I of the Washington State Court of 

Appeals. In a November 8, 2010, unpublished decision, the Court of Appeals affirmed in 

part, reversing and remanding only with respect to the calculation of costs. 
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4. The Washington Supreme Court denied judgment debtors' petition for revievv. 

2 The mandate in the appeal issued on October 12, 201 1. 

3 5. Remand to recalculate costs is no longer necessary as the parties, judgment 

4 debtors and judgment creditors, have, through their attorneys, agreed on a cost amount_ 

5 6. The parties have agreed that the amount to satisiy the judgments will be 

6 $ · 1,045,856.50 plus interest. 

7 7. In August 2011, the Lane Powell law tirrn, the judgment creditors' attorneys, 

8 withdrew from the case and filed a notice of attorney lien in the amount of$384,881.66. 

9 8. At the request of the attorney f{)f the judgment creditors, Michele Earl-

I 0 Hubbard, judgment debtors, through their attorneys, have agreed that the amount of the 

11 attorney fee lien should be deposited in the registry of this court, pending resolution of the 

12 attorney tee dispute between judgment creditors and Lane Powell. Judgment creditors and 

13" judgment debtors have also agreed that upon depositing lhat sum into the registry of the 

14 court, judgment creditors will file a pa1tial or fuH satisfaction of judgment, whichever is 

15 appropriate. 

16 9. Judgment debtors are atTanging to have the balance or the amount necessary 

17 to satisfy the judgments paid to judgment creditors directly, in two installments. Both 

18 !! installments should be paid no later than November 15, 20 l]. 

19 10. Permitting the amount of the attorney fee lien to be deposited in the registry of 

20 the court at this time would permit judgment debtors to obtain a full satisfaction of judgment 

21 , as timely as possible, vvithout having to await resolution of the attorney fee dispute between 

22 the judgment creditors and Lane Pmvell.
